THE CITATION OF EXCELLENCE NOMINATION FORM

2012 Elementary Level

1. The Citation of Excellence is given each year to an Elementary, Middle School, High School or Higher Education/Music Supervisor from each PMEA district.  Each year it is awarded to someone from a different level of teaching.

2. The nomination form must be completed by the recommender.

3. The nominator AND the administrator of the nominee must each complete the three questions.  Be specific in regards to the accomplishments, teaching schedule, special teaching techniques or outreach activities of the nominee.

4. Other PMEA members may also provide a letter of recommendation for the nominee.

5. The completed form and letters of recommendation (completed three questions) should be mailed to the District President by the deadline date determined by each District President.

6. The District President will send the District winner’s nomination form and letters of recommendation to the PMEA office by December 1st.

7. The District President will email a photo of the nominee in action to Dave Weiss pmeanews@pmea.net  by December 1st. 

8. A PMEA member may nominate someone for the Higher Ed award from a district other than the one where they teach if there is no college or university in their district.  The recommender should forward the application and the letters of recommendation to the District President of the district where the nominee teaches for consideration. 

9. A district may nominate a candidate from a different teaching level if that district does not have a candidate in the specified teaching level for that year.
